Burton-on-Trent, Since last examination debtor
had prepared four statements, showing his
receipts, payments, and goods bought from Jan,
1st, 1886, to August lat, 1837.—In reply to the
Official Receiver, he said he received during
the month of July sums amounting to £145 1s 5d,
He had paid it tnto the bank and to Mr Clay-
hills, solicitor, for money lent, HWe paid £88 to
Mr Clayhills for monsy lent and intereat. He
borrowed some money from him in May for two
months at 5 per cent. interest,—The COfficial
Beceiver intimated that, baving only received
these statoments the pravions night, he was not
in & position to go further into them, and asked
that the examination be further adjomrened afier
Myr Briges's eross.examination was concinded, -—
Mr Briggs thon examined debior. Tn August,
1880, he was appointed purchazsing agent for
Darlington for Mesers Ind, Coope, & Co.’s beer,
He wns to have 17} per cent, discount and 5
per cent. commission, Afterwards an allow.
anca of 1s per barrel, subsequently increased
to 25, was made on acenunt of cartage, fn
1885 lte becarne the firm’s traveller an a salary
of £25 per year with commission, being
the difference_between U6 per cent. and the
discount he allowed to the purchaser.  When
that agreement was settled the company had in
their posseszsion dishonoured billa of his to the
amount of £336 6s, which they agreed to hold
over, and bebween the lst Jauuary and the 10th
May, 1886, they also supplied him with beer to
the amonat of £141 13s &id for his own business,
In October, 1883, he applied to Messra Ind,
Coope, & Co, for a loan of £600 or £800.—0n the

T have also some freehold building
land at Darlington, Istab present for pardens,
and all urencumbered absolutely,”—Deabtor ;
